Students will have to choose, at least, 50% of the credits from the 
field of study under which they have been nominated and, therefore, 
agreed upon in the bilateral agreement.

Training placements can be allocated upon request by sending a 
CV and a presentation letter, except in the field of Economics and 
Business and Communication studies.  

Smile Programme offers a work placement opportunity for all 
incoming student, especially those who might wish to have a 
teaching experience in schools in English language, but also in 
French and Germany languages. Incoming students working as 
language assistants can obtain 6 ECTS credits after completing 40 
hours of work placement.
