The Department of Management at Ca’ Foscari University of Venice invites applications for a
fellowship in:

Short abstract:

The research fellow will carry out his research in the context of the RIR project "Smart
Destinations in the Land of Venice", a research project funded within the POR FESR Axis 1,
Action 1.1.4 program for the support of collaborative R&D activities for the development of new
sustainable technologies, new products and services.

The general objective is the design and experimental evaluation of a Digital Ecosystem for
tourism, capable of coordinating supply and demand in order to enable the production of
"Destinations”, that is composite experiences merging in dynamic customized packages the
different services offered by the numerous tourism stakeholders.

The specific objective of this grant is the study, design and possible experimentation of the
privacy and security infrastructure within a digital tourism ecosystem in order to guarantee the
ownership of the data of the individual connected operators and the safe access of the same.

The fellowship is intended to provide the successful candidate with the opportunity to pursue
his/her own research while benefiting from the range of expertise at Ca' Foscari University of
Venice.

Who can apply
Prospective candidates are expected to hold a master’s degree in Computer Science or related
disciplines.

Ca' Foscari encourages applications from researchers with positive evaluation in all the criteria
in individual proposals such as Marie Sktodowska Curie Actions - Individual Fellowships/ERC
Starting Grants/FIRB (Italian Fund for basic research investments)/SIR (Scientific Young
Independence Research) or similar.

Researchers having successfully completed Marie Sktodowska Curie Actions - Individual
Fellowships/ERC Starting Grants/FIRB (ltalian Fund for basic research investments)/SIR
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(Scientific Young Independence Research) or similar funded projects are warmly encouraged
to apply.

Duration of contract: 18 months (approximately starting: July 2021).

Salary: The research fellowship amounts to 43.800,00 Euros, including taxes and social
charges depending on applicant’s filing status.

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Evaluation

Up to 100 points, specifically:

For qualifications, publications and possible test > from 0 to 60 points (Minimum admission
score: 42/60);

For interview > from 0 to 40 (Minimum admission score: 28/40).

Threshold for inclusion in the final ranking > 70/100.

Selection procedure

The interview will be on June 18" 2021, at 02.00 p.m. (ltalian time). The interview will be held
in remote only.
