Abstract 

It is a matter of providing the critical edition of the "Rime" of the Paduan poet Niccolò Lelio Cosmico (ca. 
1440 - 1500), still unpublished (except for a few ternary chapters), and to set up an exhaustive commentary 
on them, which touches on historical-critical framing of the texts, metric, linguistic exegesis, style and 
sources. 

 

Who can apply 

Prospective candidates are expected to hold: 
- Ph.D. in Italian studies and appropriate academic and professional CV. 
 
Ca' Foscari encourages applications from researchers with positive evaluation in all the criteria in individual 
proposals such as Marie Skłodowska Curie Actions - Individual Fellowships/ERC Starting Grants/FIRB

Candidates are admitted to the interview if assessment of the qualifications and the possible tests results in 
a score equal to or greater than 42/60. 

 

The following qualifications are considered as evaluation criteria: 

a) a list of the candidate’s scientific publications with reference to philological publications; 

b) specialisation diplomas and attendance certificates at post-graduate specialisation courses, obtained both 
in Italy or abroad, documented research activity in public and private organisations with contracts, study 
grants or assignments both in Italy and abroad; 

c) experience in setting up critical editions of medieval or Renaissance vulgar poetic texts; 

d) experience of commentary on medieval or Renaissance vulgar poetic texts; 

e) attached 'preferential securities', if the candidate possesses them - see Article 5; 

f) any other element provided for the announcement, to the articles 2, 3 and 5.
