Description

The Department of Humanities at Ca’ Foscari University of Venice (Dipartimento di Studi Umanistici
dell’'Universita Ca’ Foscari Venezia) invites applications for a fellowship in: “Project ‘Tradition of the Book
of the Dead’”, Academic discipline: L-OR/02- Egyptology and Coptic civilization, duration 12 months, tutor
prof. Emanuele M. CIAMPINI, financed by the PRIN 2022 project “Tradition Processing (TRA.PRO). Forms
and patterns in the transmission and tradition of the Book of the Dead” (codice progetto 2022K9882Y), CUP:
H53D23000240006, Head of Unit. prof. Emanuele M. CIAMPINI.

Abstract: As part of the TRA.PRO project, the research aims to investigate a reasoned selection of sources
of the Book of the Dead in order to explore its nature as a cultural product. The activity will have to start from
the content of the sources preserved in the Egyptian Museum of Turin, according to the indications given by
the TRA.PRO project (historical perspective, relations with the tradition of the Coffin Texts; typology of the
sources; philological and lexicographical study; the writing culture in Egypt and the typologies of the
supports; the text-image relationship). Specifically, the proposed research should investigate the most
archaic sources of the selection (Middle Kingdom sarcophagus, shrouds).

The research may be carried out in English.
The fellowship is intended to provide the successful candidate with the opportunity to pursue his/her own
research while benefiting from the range of expertise at Ca’ Foscari University of Venice.

Who can apply

Prospective candidates are expected to hold a PhD with final dissertation in Egyptological subject
(Italian SSD L-OR/02) and a suitable scientific / professional track record which demonstrates the
skill of the applicant in the approach to the Egyptian written sources (mainly funerary literature).

Ca' Foscari encourages applications from researchers with positive evaluation in all the criteria in individual
proposals such as Marie Sklodowska Curie Actions - Individual Fellowships/ERC Starting Grants/FIRB
(Italian Fund for basic research investments)/SIR (Scientific Young Independence Research) or similar.
Researchers having successfully completed Marie Sktodowska Curie Actions - Individual Fellowships/ERC
Starting Grants/FIRB (Italian Fund for basic research investments)/SIR (Scientific Young Independence
Research) or similar funded projects are warmly encouraged to apply.

Duration of contract: 12 months (approximate starting date: 15t November 2023)

Stipend: The research fellowship amounts to 19,367 Euros, including taxes and social charges.

Deadline for submission of applications: 2" October 2023, h. 12.00 noon (Italian time).

Evaluation

Up to 100 points, specifically:
For qualifications, publications and possible tests, from 0 to 60;
For interview, from 0 to 40.

The following qualifications are considered as evaluation criteria:
a) list of publications consistent with egyptological subject (ltalian SSD L-OR/02);

b) specialisation diplomas and attendance certificates at post-graduate specialization courses, obtained both
in ltaly or abroad, documented research activity in public and private organisations with contracts, study
grants or assignments both in Italy and abroad, with particular reference to egyptological subject (Italian
SSD L-OR/02);

c) attached 'preferential securities', if the candidate possesses them - see Article 5 of the competition
available in ltalian (link);
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d) any other element provided for the announcement, to the articles 2, 3 and 5 of the competition available
in Italian (link).

The interview aims to assess the candidates’ skills and expertise on the following subjects:

¢ Knowledge of the topics in the Egyptian philology and lexicography;

o Knowledge of the Middle Egpyptian;

¢ Knowledge of the topics relating to the tradition of the corpora of the project: Pyramid Texts,
Coffin Texts;

¢ Knowledge of English language.

At the end of his/her research activity, the research fellow is required to provide the Department with:

- Examination of the sources: transliteration, translation and philological commentary;
- Development of a lexicographic database;
- Dissemination of the acquired skill in public and academic events.
