With only a few exceptions, exchange students are asked to register online via the 
“Campus Management” system. Information on how registration works is provided 

during orientation days, along with the necessary log in data. 
NOTE: Only those students that have met our deadlines and have sent all forms 
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which we asked for on “Distributed Campus” will receive their log in data in time. 
Since online registration starts only on the first working day of term, i.e. beginning 
of October/beginning of April, all Learning Agreements signed previously by our 
institution are to be regarded as preliminary. Our own deadline for the submission 
of Learning Agreements is therefore 31 October for the winter term/30 April for the 
summer term.
