Requirements for exchange students 
 

Level of studies Students should be in the second year of undergraduate studies. 
  
If less than 60 ECTS in Philosophy courses have been obtained by 
the time the student comes to Groningen, only courses of the 
Philosophy Minor or the Bachelor in Philosophy of a Specific 
Discipline can be chosen. 
 
For courses at the Faculty of Economics and Business, students 
must have obtained at least 60 ECTS of Economics/Business 
courses. 
 

Language requirements 
(English) 

Bachelor students should have a level of English Proficiency of at 
least CEFR B2, IELTS 6.5, or TOEFL iBT 92 (with a minimum of 20 
for each section). 
Master students: CEFR C1, IELTS 7 (minimum 6.0 for each section), 
TOEFL 100 (minimum of 21 for each sections). 
 
Language requirements do not apply to students from a UK partner 
university or students whose mother tongue is English. 
 
NB. 
Students from Erasmus+ KA103 partner universities are not 
required to submit a TOEFL, IELTS or CAE certificate. All other 
incoming students are obliged to present an official certificate to 
proof their English language proficiency. 
  

Minimum number of 
ECTS 

Incoming exchange students will make sure to obtain at least 3 
ECTS per month of stay. In case this result is not achieved, the 
Faculty of Philosophy will inform the sending institution that the 
minimum quality requirement has not been met.

International students can get assistance in finding accommodation 
from SSH. 
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SSH does not have capacity to accommodate all international 
students and SSH is fully booked every semester. Students are 
advised to apply as early as possible. 
 

Other options If students do not wish to make use of the accommodation offered 
by SSH and want to try find housing on their own, they should take 
the following into account:  
* Make sure to do this through official websites or companies that 
can be traced;  
* Do not go to a viewing alone;  
* Do not pay anything before having everything in writing; 
* Always ask for a payment receipt;  
* A rent that is too low for the location or type of housing as well as 
unclear photos of the location may indicate fraudulent practices;
