Language of Instruction

The English Studies (BA / MA) programme is entirely taught in English.
The main language of instruction in the other programmes at the Faculty of
Arts and Humanities is German.

Some English-taught courses are usually offered in African Studies, Archae-
ology, China Studies, Digital Humanities, History, Linguistics & Phonetics,
Media Culture Studies, Musicology, Philosophy, Social and Cultural An-
thropology.
