*In _general terms, the limited offer of courses taught in English means that

exchange students must take part of their courses in Spanish and for this, they

must have at sufficient level of Spanish to follow their courses.

REQUIRED CERTIFICATE of Spanish

As a rule, students do not need to send their Spanish certificate to UAM. It is
the responsibility of the home university to select their students according to
UAM linguistic requirements as mentioned above.

Exceptions where students are required to send their Spanish certificates:

o Students nominated for the School of Engineering (B1 certificate)

o Students nominated for the Faculty of Medicine, Faculty of Law or Faculty of
Science (B1 certificate)

o Students nominated for the Faculty of Philosophy and Arts for the following
degrees:

- Hispanic Studies Degree (DELE or SIELE B2 certification). Other certifications
are NOT accepted.

- Modern Languages, Culture and Communication Degree (DELE or SIELE B2
certification). Other certifications are NOT accepted.
