ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS

German Language requirements

The minimum required level of German language skills is B2 of the Common European
Framework of Reference for Languages and can be proven by submitting a Goethe-Zertifikat,
DSH or TestDaF.

Alternatively students can do an online language placement test (C-Test); required score: 60
points. If students fail to achieve the required score, they have the option to enroll in an
Intensive Language Course (600 €) prior to the start of the semester.

English Language requirements

Applicants (non-native speakers) who plan to
participate in English speaking courses only,
are required to prove their language skills by:
TOEFL: minimum 80, IELTS: minimum 6.0.
