Immigration information

For some incoming students, Wageningen University & Research needs to apply for a entry visa (MVV) and/or
residence permit (VVR) after admittance; students should not start procedures themselves. The Student
Immigration Office of Wageningen University will send the application for entry visa and/or residence permit to
the immigration authorities (IND). The dues for this procedure are € 243,- (2025). In the table below you can
check which permit(s) are needed.
