The nominated students must submit online the following documents: 
 

1. Application Form   
2. Learning Agreement approved by both Home and Host University. 

(Since January 2021 NKUA uses the OLA, therefore the incoming students are welcome to 
use this platform for the completion and submission of their Learning Agreements).   

3. A readable copy of their valid passport or ID   
4. A copy of their valid European Health Insurance Card (or of a Private Health 

Insurance Contract, for students of non EU countries)     
5. A copy of their current Transcript of Records   

 
Within 4 weeks after the submission of the required documents, the formal Acceptance 
Letter will be sent to the student.
