Art. 1 – Descrizione 
 

1. L’Università Ca’ Foscari Venezia promuove la mobilità per studio in Paesi extra-UE e 
in Svizzera attraverso il programma Overseas. A questo fine ha stipulato degli Accordi 
di cooperazione con Università internazionali che consentono alle studentesse e agli 
studenti dell’Ateneo di realizzare un’esperienza di mobilità internazionale per studio, 
senza corrispondere le tasse di iscrizione all’università ospitante.

Gli esami verranno 
convalidati e trascritti nel libretto online come preventivamente concordati con i docenti 
di Ca’ Foscari, tramite compilazione di apposito Learning Agreement (il documento che 
riporta il piano di studi da seguire durante il periodo di mobilità internazionale). In 
aggiunta al sostenimento di esami, sarà possibile effettuare attività di ricerca per la tesi. 
Non è prevista mobilità per la sola ricerca ai fini della tesi, fatta eccezione per le 
studentesse e gli studenti iscritti ad un corso di Dottorato di Ricerca.

Art. 1 – Description 
 

1. Ca’ Foscari University of Venice promotes study mobility to non-EU countries and 

Switzerland through the Overseas mobility programme. To this end, the University has signed 

Cooperation Agreements with international Universities, enabling Ca’ Foscari students to 

undertake an international study mobility experience without paying tuition fees at the host 

institution.  

2. Mobility activities include attending courses and sitting the corresponding exams at partner 

Universities. These exams will be validated and recorded in the online student's record book 

following prior agreement with Ca’ Foscari faculty, formalized through a specific Learning 

Agreement (the document outlining the study plan to be followed during the international 

mobility period). In addition to taking exams, students may conduct research for their final 

thesis. Mobility solely for thesis research is not permitted, with the exception of students 

enrolled in a PhD programme.  

3. The mobility periods governed by this Call will be for the 2nd semester a.y. 2026/2027.  

4. Mobility activities will not be guaranteed if the destination countries are deemed to be in a 

risk situation, as defined by the dedicated website managed by the Italian Ministry of Foreign 

Affairs and International Cooperation (http://www.viaggiaresicuri.it), or if Ca’ Foscari 

University of Venice or the host university identifies any other emergency situation. 

 

Art. 2 – Recipients of the Call and Eligibility Requirements 
  

1. Selection is open to students regularly enrolled for the Academic Year 2025/2026 in a 

Bachelor's Degree, Master's Degree, or PhD programme that has its administrative 

headquarters at Ca’ Foscari University of Venice. Students enrolled in inter-university degree 

courses may participate only if the administrative headquarters of the course is Ca’ Foscari 

University of Venice.  

2. Candidates who have already won and accepted a position (including alternates who took 

over a spot) through the 1st Overseas Call for Applications for the 2026/2027 academic year, 

as well as those who withdrew from a position after accepting it—unless documented cases 

of force majeure occurred—will not be admitted to the selection process. Any alternates from 

the 1st Call who accepted a position after the publication of this Call and participated in the 

latter will be excluded from the ranking of the 2nd Call. 

For admission to the selection: 

 Candidates enrolled in a Bachelor's Degree or Master's Degree programme must 

have recorded in their online student's record book, by 11:59 PM on 22/05/2026: 

o a minimum of 12 ECTS credits, if enrolled in the 1st year; 

o a minimum of 24 ECTS, if enrolled in the 2nd year; 

o a minimum of 42 ECTS credits, if enrolled in years subsequent to the 2nd; 

Students who have not yet had 3rd period exams (30/03/2026-04/04/2026) registered must 

ensure with the Campus office and professors that the situation is resolved by 11:59 PM on 

May 22, 2026, for these exams to be considered for selection purposes. 
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Self-certifications for exams not yet officially registered by 11:59 PM on May 22, 2026, will 

not be accepted under any circumstances. 

3. Students enrolled in a PhD programme are not required to meet specific prerequisites for 

admission to the selection. 

4. Students simultaneously enrolled in two study programmes according to Law no. 33 of 

12/04/2022 and implementing Decree no. 930 of 29/07/2022 must comply with these 

additional instructions: 

a) If enrolled in two study programmes at Ca’ Foscari: they must select the academic 

career with which they intend to participate in the call before starting the online 

application procedure. Admission and selection will be based on the chosen career; 

b) If enrolled in two study programmes, one at Ca’ Foscari and one at another Italian 

university: they cannot simultaneously undertake two mobility periods, promoted by 

the two different universities, under penalty of cancellation of the mobility assigned 

by Ca’ Foscari; 

c) If enrolled in two study programmes, one at Ca’ Foscari and one at a university 

abroad: they cannot simultaneously undertake two mobility periods, promoted by the 

two different universities, under penalty of cancellation of the mobility assigned by Ca’ 

Foscari, and they cannot undertake the Ca’ Foscari mobility at the foreign university 

of simultaneous enrollment, under penalty of cancellation of the mobility promoted by 

Ca’ Foscari. 

5. Students enrolled in the third year or subsequent years of a Bachelor's Degree programme 

who are due to graduate in the Summer session of 2026 and in the Autumn session of 2026, 

may apply for a mobility period to be undertaken during the first year of a Master's Degree 

programme by selecting destinations accessible to Master's Degree students. To undertake 

the mobility, they must be regularly enrolled in a Master's Degree programme at the time of 

departure.  

6. All students must be regularly enrolled in a Bachelor's Degree, Master's Degree, or PhD 

programmes by the deadline of this Call and be up to date with the payment of university 

fees at the time of departure and for the entire duration of the mobility. They must also be 

compliant with all obligations (financial and non-financial) related to any previous mobility 

experiences, including those different from Overseas. 

7. Students enrolled in the International College, whose career is split into two different careers, 

must participate using the career related to the Bachelor's or Master's Degree programme in 

which they are enrolled (not the College career). 

 

Art. 3 – Destinations 
 

1. Interested students may select a maximum of 4 destinations, indicating their order of 

preference. The choice of destinations must be based on the information provided in the 

attachment “A - Destinations” and on the host university's website regarding admission 

requirements for mobility, academic offer and its compatibility with the student’s study plan, 

estimated costs, the student’s  academic schedule, accepted study levels, the duration of the 

mobility period, any prerequisites or restrictions for accessing courses, and generally 

considering all information useful for making a well-reasoned choice.  

2. The requirements, the number of available places, and the duration of mobility are defined 

by the individual Cooperation Agreements and the criteria agreed upon with the host 

Universities, as detailed in the attachment “A - Destinations”. The final admission of the 
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proposed winners is the responsibility of the host Universities, which may update or modify 

the requirements even after the publication of this call and the ranking list.  

3. Possession of the requirements, including any language certifications, must be demonstrated 

by the winner within the deadlines established by the host university itself, usually at the time 

of application. Students are responsible for verifying the requirements and documents 

requested by the host University.  

4. It is advisable not to apply for a mobility period in the semester in which one expects to 

graduate, as the time required to complete mobility procedures by Ca’ Foscari and/or partner 

Universities may not allow it.  

5. Some host universities may not accept students with the same nationality as the country in 

which they are located. In other cases, they may accept them as exchange students but 

apply different conditions than those reserved for students with a nationality different from 

that of the host country.  

6. The mobility period, as defined by the host University, cannot be modified to allow 

participation in Ca’ Foscari's exam or graduation session.  

The mobility period may be subject to variations due to specific needs of the host University. 

 

Art. 4 – Application Procedures and Deadlines 
 

1. Interested students must complete their online application form by accessing their Personal 

Area (Area Riservata) in the section dedicated to Mobility Calls, filling in all required fields 

and sections by 12:00 PM (noon) on 22/05/2026, under penalty of exclusion.  

2. The application procedure comprises two mandatory phases, both required under penalty of 

exclusion: 

1. Completion of the Motivational Questionnaire/Letter (which cannot be modified once 

saved); 

2. Enrollment in the call, with the selection of destination(s) and the indication of the 

order of preference. The maximum number of selectable destinations is 4.  

3. Students enrolled in PhD programmes, in addition to the online application, must submit a 

letter from their supervisor certifying the progress of their research work, sending it to 

overseasout@unive.it and indicating in the subject line: CANDIDATURA OVERSEAS 

2026/2027 DOTTORATO DI RICERCA. The letter must be sent by the same deadline 

indicated in paragraph 1 of this article, under penalty of exclusion. The supervisor's letter is 

considered an integral part of the application; failure to submit it results in exclusion from the 

selection procedures.  

4. Students simultaneously enrolled in two study programmes at Ca’ Foscari according to Law 

no. 33 of 12/04/2022 and implementing Decree no. 930 of 29/07/2022, must select the 

academic career with which they intend to participate in the call before starting the online 

application procedure. Admission and selection will be based on the chosen career.  

5. To receive specific support for submitting the application and information on services made 

available by partner universities, candidates with disabilities and learning disabilities are 

invited to contact the International Relations Office - Mobility Sector well in advance of the 

call deadline.  

6. Any reports of computer malfunction in submitting the application will be collected exclusively 

via email (overseasout@unive.it) by the International Relations Office - Mobility Sector and 

must be received by the same date and time of the deadline indicated in paragraph 1 of this 

article. The Office will evaluate whether or not to accept each individual report.  
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7. Applications that are incorrectly completed, incomplete, or submitted after the deadline will 

not be considered. 

 
Art. 5 – Selection of Applications 

 
1. The Selection Committee will draw up the ranking list according to the following scheme: 

Students enrolled in Bachelor's and Master's Degree programmes: 

 A merit-based ranking, calculated using the career speed index (ratio between the 

year of enrollment and the number of ECTS credits recorded by 11:59 PM on 

22/05/2026) and the weighted average of exams recorded by 11:59 PM on 

22/05/2026, normalized according to the course the student is enrolled in; 

 Additional bonus points: 

o 1 bonus point for those who have not undertaken/are not undertaking an Overseas 

mobility in the A.Y. 2025/2026; 

o 6 bonus points for students enrolled in the International College; 

 Elaboration of a single final ranking list and assignment of the destination, which will 

take into account the order of preference indicated during the application phase. The 

higher the score, the greater the chances of being assigned to the destination with 

the highest priority. 

Students enrolled in PhD programmes: 

 1 bonus point for those who have not undertaken/are not undertaking an Overseas 

mobility in the A.Y. 2025/2026; 

 Evaluation of the motivational letter; 

 Priority over students enrolled in Bachelor's and Master's Degree programmes, if the 

motivational letter is deemed suitable by the Committee; 

2. In cases where the obtained score results in tied positions, the younger candidate will prevail. 

Should a further tie occur due to the same date of birth, the Committee will evaluate the 

candidate's profile to determine the position.  

3. Students who have not yet had exams registered from the sessions related to the 3rd period 

(30/03/2026-04/04/2026) must ensure with the Campus office and professors that the 

situation is resolved by 11:59 PM on May 22, 2026, so that these exams are considered for 

the selection purposes. Self-certifications for exams not yet officially registered by 11:59 PM 

on May 22, 2026, will not be accepted under any circumstances.  

4. Candidates may be selected as a winner for a single destination or as a reserve for multiple 

destinations. Winners will not be included in the reserve lists. 

 

Art. 6 – Ranking List 

The ranking lists will be published in the Personal Area of the website (www.unive.it > international 

mobility > ranking lists) on 19/06/2026. Any postponements of the ranking lists publication will be 

notified through an announcement on the website www.unive.it/overseas. 

Candidates are responsible for checking the rankings themselves, even in the absence of specific 

communications or notifications regarding their publication. 
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Art. 7 – Acceptance 

1. Winning students must accept the position by 12:00 PM (noon) on 24/06/2026, under 

penalty of exclusion, by filling out the appropriate online form available at the following link 

https://forms.gle/6m5g6qyd45Mjj38Q6. Failure to accept the position by the deadline will 

result in the forfeiture of the winner status.  

2. Those who renounce the mobility after accepting the position, except in cases of 

documented force majeure, may lose the right to participate in the Overseas calls for 

the A.Y. 2027/2028.  

3. Students may apply for different mobility programmes (e.g., Erasmus and Overseas) 

provided that, in case of being selected for two different programmes, they for two different 

semesters and verify that the academic calendars of the two host universities actually allow 

both mobility periods to be undertaken. In case of incompatibility, it will be mandatory to 

renounce one of the two mobility periods, providing timely written communication. For calls 

managed by the Mobility Unit, the renunciation must take place within the deadlines that will 

be indicated and notified to the interested parties at the unquestionable discretion of the 

International Office.  

4. Winners who decide to renounce the position after acceptance are required to promptly notify 

the Mobility Unit via email. This will allow to continue to draw from the rankings.  

5. Reserves should not fill out the acceptance form but will be contacted exclusively via email 

in case of renunciation by the winners. Reserves may be called upon in case of renunciation 

by the winners from the day following the deadline for acceptance of the position until the 

nomination deadline defined by the partner Universities. This deadline varies depending on 

the destination. Reserves are invited to frequently check their matriculation 

number@stud.unive.it email inbox, as the deadlines for accepting the position may be tight 

due to deadlines imposed by the host universities. The International Office reserves the right 

to interrupt the scrolling of the ranking lists should organizational needs require it.  

6. The final acceptance of the candidate based on the ranking list drawn up by Ca' Foscari rests 

in any case with the host University, which may modify the number of students admitted to 

mobility or the requirements at any time, even in derogation of what is indicated in the 

attachment "A - Destinations". The winner status relates only to the selection of this call. The 

host University may decide to not accept a student at any time, even after the submission of 

all necessary documents for the exchange. 

 
 

Art. 8 – Contribution to Expenses 
 

1. Winning students of this call will benefit from a financial contribution granted by Ca’ Foscari 

for partial coverage of expenses and up to the maximum limit indicated in “Attachment B - 

Reimbursement”. An additional merit contribution, equivalent to 25% of the contribution 

indicated in “Attachment B - Reimbursement,” will be provided to those who obtain 

recognition of a minimum of 12 ECTS credits. The contribution is a one-time payment and 

does not vary based on the duration of the mobility (semester/annual). 

2. The contribution will be paid exclusively to the University Account Card (Carta Conto) upon 

return from the mobility and within 45 days of the completion of all procedures described in 

the next article. Recognition of the mobility is required to obtain the contribution. Students 

are responsible for activating the University Account Card. 
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3. In the event that the mobility takes place entirely in virtual mode, the contribution for partial 

coverage of expenses will not be paid.  

4. Destinations in Switzerland, with the exception of the Geneva Graduate Institute, may provide 

a monthly scholarship with funds from the Swiss National Agency, in addition to the 

reimbursement provided by Ca’ Foscari. This possibility will be communicated directly by the 

host University to the winner after the application submission. 

 

Art. 9 – Status of Winners and Recognition of Mobility 
 

1. Students admitted to the exchange and accepted by the host University must be up to date 

with the payment of Ca’ Foscari student contributions for the entire period of mobility. They 

will retain the status of Ca’ Foscari students while simultaneously having access to all the 

services offered by the host University to its own students. They will be exempt from paying 

the host University's tuition fees and may be admitted, at their own expense, to canteen and 

accommodation services and any other services provided by the same University. Some 

Universities may require beneficiaries to pay a financial contribution for mandatory orientation 

activities, health insurance, or other services.  

2. To obtain recognition of the mobility, winners must complete all procedures required by the 

Overseas Programme. It will therefore be necessary to: 

 Send the signed "Disclaimer for Liability" and " Authorization - Emergency contact " 

before departure; 

 Submit all documentation indicated on the page www.unive.it/overseas (Confirmation 

of Arrival, Learning Agreement and any variations, Confirmation of Departure) within 

the specified times and methods; 

 Complete the entire period of mobility as defined by the host university and indicated 

in “Attachment A - Destinations”; 

 Sit at least 1 exam during the mobility period, with the exception of students enrolled 

in a PhD programme; 

 Submit the credit recognition form; 

 Complete the final questionnaire that will be sent via e-mail; 

 Submit, as justification for expenses incurred up to the maximum limit, one or more 

of the following documents: travel tickets, certified accommodation expenses, visa 

expenses, health insurance, transport to and from the airport, transport passes or 

other expenses directly related to the execution of the mobility in order to receive the 

contribution for partial coverage of expenses provided for in Attachment B - 

Reimbursements; 

 Observe all obligations described in this call, published on the page 

www.unive.it/overseas, and possibly communicated via email by the International 

Office, maintaining conduct appropriate to the institutional context of the mobility.  

3. All the aforementioned documentation must be sent via email to overseasout@unive.it as 

soon as possible, and in any case strictly by: 

 15/06/2026 for semester mobility; 

 30/10/2026 for annual mobility.  

4. During the mobility period, students will not be able to: 

 Carry out teaching activities at Ca’ Foscari University of Venice (lessons and exams, 

even if delivered remotely); 
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 Obtain the final degree; 

 Carry out tutoring activities, student collaborations, laboratory practice, internships 

and equivalent activities sponsored by Ca’ Foscari University of Venice, even if 

carried out remotely; 

 In general, carry out activities that interfere with the study and activities planned within 

the scope of the mobility.  

Online courses specifically provided for students enrolled in the International College are an 

exception.  

5. It will be possible to carry out an internship during the mobility period provided that it is an 

activity promoted and sponsored by the host University, previously approved by the 

Academic Coordinator for mobility and compatible with their visa. For recognition purposes, 

the internship thus defined must be agreed upon with the reference professor and included 

in the Learning Agreement.  

6. Exams considered partial at Ca’ Foscari University of Venice do not result in the acquisition 

of ECTS credits and therefore cannot be included among the didactic activities to be 

recognized at the end of the mobility.  

7. Upon return from mobility, all successful exams present in the Transcript of Records (the 

certificate issued by the host university listing the exams taken during the mobility) and 

approved in the Learning Agreement by the Ca’ Foscari Academic Coordinator will be 

recognized. It will not be possible to refuse grades for exams included in the Transcript of 

Records as passed and previously approved in the Learning Agreement. The exams 

approved in the Learning Agreement and the recognition method must be admissible 

according to the rules of the study plan of the enrollment course. Winners are responsible for 

verifying compliance with the study plan rules on the www.unive.it website or by contacting 

their relevant Campus office. Each participant is also responsible for ensuring they have 

taken any prerequisites/preliminary exams before the start of the mobility, in case any exams 

that require them have been included in the Learning Agreement.  

8. The Academic Coordinator at Ca’ Foscari can only verify the correspondence of the course 

content or its adequacy with respect to the study path, but not compliance with the study plan 

rules and/or prerequisites/preliminary exams.  

9. Any other activities carried out during the mobility and not included in the Learning Agreement 

will not be subject to recognition within the Overseas mobility (the relevant Teaching Board 

will eventually evaluate their recognition).
